2. Obtain a Google/Gmail Account, with an appropriate address, by June 20, 2017

4. If you have not taken the Computer Programming Elective, you must complete the Accelerated Computer Science course on Code.org. 5. Complete the Summer Assignment before school starts and “Turn in” to the Edmodo Assignment by September 5th, 2017, the first day of school.  The Summer Assignment uses our free online textbook, Blown to Bits (PDF linked on Edmodo), and includes analysis of the text and creation of your first digital artifact. You will read the first three chapters. You will create a Reading Log which includes, for each chapter: a 1 paragraph summary of the chapter and a detailed 2 paragraph summary to describe personal connections between the material and your experience/community.  Next, pick one topic from the first three chapters that was particularly meaningful to you.  Create a digital artifact that you will present to the class in a brief 1 minute presentation on the first day of class in September.  Digital artifacts include but are not limited to: Video uploaded to YouTube, infographics, Google Slides with Screen-o-matic "voiceover"; WeVideo; PowToons; Animoto; Prezi.

The summer assignment (found on Edmodo once you are signed in under our class code) is to help students gain a better understanding of the course and the required workload that will be expected.  The list of tasks must be completed during the summer before starting the course in September.
